                                            GROWTH IN GOD: 
 
 

G – Go to God in prayer daily  

        (John 15:7) If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye    
         shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you. 
 

R – Read the Bible daily beginning with the Gospel of John. 

       (Acts 17:11), These were more noble than those in Thes- 
       salonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of  
       mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things  
       were so. 
 

O – Obey God moment-by-moment  

       (John 14:21) He that hath my commandments, and keepeth  
       them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be  
       loved of my Father, and I  will love him, and will manifest my 
       self to him. 
 

W – Witness for Christ by your life and words  

        (Matthew 4:19), And he saith unto them, Follow me, and I will  
        make you fishers of men. (John 15:8) Herein is my Father  
        glorified, that ye bear much fruit; so shall ye be my disciples. 
 

T – Trust God for every detail of your life  

       (1 Peter 5:7) Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for  
       you. 
 

H – Holy Spirit: Allow Him to control and empower your daily  

       life  
       (Galatians 5:16, 17;)  16This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and  
        ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. 17For the flesh lusteth  
        against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these  
        are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the  
        things that ye would. ( Acts 1:8) 8But ye shall receive  
        power,after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye  
        shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all  
       Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the  
       earth.
