Can You Wait                                          Read: Laminations 3:24-26 

24The LORD is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in him. 
25The LORD is good unto them that wait for him, to the soul that seeketh 
him. 
26It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the salvation 

of the LORD. 

There are so many in this day and time that struggle to make ends meet 
and make right decisions about our desires in life. And finances are a lot of 
the problems. We live on plastic credit cards a lot, causing us to buy now, 
pay later and get into trouble because of self discipline and high interest. 
 
Finances are not the only situations that we get into trouble with. Some are 
in a hurry to start their married life and are not making right decisions from 
mates to careers and obligations.

He 
knows what is best for us for He knows the beginning and the end before 
we do. He wants us to be mature in our thinking, actions and our beliefs. 
He wants only the best for us all. Sometimes we jump ahead of Him and 
make a mess of things. Then we run to our Heavenly Father begging for 
help. He wants for us the good things as our earthly father. 
 
Don’t get yourself bound up. If anything seems to be binding or unpleasant 
for you then it’s wrong. Sometimes we need to exercise a little restraint and 
not yield to the temptations that are set before us. Wait and talk to God 
about it. Then wait a little longer till you hear from Him. Don’t be so anxious 
to put yourself into everything that comes along. He will reveal the answer 
to you in either of three ways, 1. Yes, 2. No, 3. Wait. Just LISTEN! 
 
If He gives the answer go ahead it will be ok. If He says no, it’s for your 
own good. If the answer is wait then by all means wait upon the Lord. He is 
a way maker and a problem solver. The main thing is to pray for salvation, 
get your life right with Him. Let Him be your financial advisor and give Him 
time to talk and you take time to again, LISTEN! Then thank Him for loving 
you with prayer! Who else would die for you? Isn’t that enough?
