HYPOCRISY AND HYPOCRITES:                        
(Scriptures from King James Bible, search for yourself) 
 
Meaning of: 
 
Hypocrisy is technically a falseness, professing one belief or standard while not following it in your 
own actions. 
 
A hypocrite is basically someone who doesn't practice what they preach. They are someone who has 
double standards:  They are contradictory, double minded, in speech, or action. They say one thing but 
do another. They tell others to do things that they themselves don't do, or they do things they tell others 

not to. Basically someone who doesn't practice what they preach is a type of hypocrite.   
 
Don’t be so anxious to call names, accuse or point fingers to someone whom you may have ill thoughts 
of being or doing this or that. We are put on this earth to walk in God’s image, witness and help save 
souls. Just because you think you are right does not mean it’s so. What does the man upstairs say? 
That’s what’s right ! 
 
We are called to the obedience of faith. All our wisdom and knowledge is from God. We should give 
Him all the honor and glory through Jesus Christ so that the grace of our Lord Jesus may be with us 
forever. 
 
General reference to hypocrisy:   
 
Prov. 23: 7; For as he thinketh in his heart, so is he: Eat and drink, saith he to thee; but his heart is not 
with thee. 
Prov. 26:25; When he speaketh fair, believe him not: for there are seven abominations in his heart. 
Matt. 23:26; Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside 
of them may be clean also. 
Lu. 12:1; In the mean time, when there were gathered together an innumerable multitude of people, 
insomuch that they trode one upon another, he began to say unto his disciples first of all, Beware ye of 
the leaven of the Pharisees, which is hypocrisy. 
1 Tim. 4:2; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron; 
Tit. 1:16; They profess that they know God; but in works they deny him, being abominable, and disobe-
dient, and unto every good work reprobate. 
 
Examples of hypocrites: 
 
Matt. 15:7; 8; 7 Ye hypocrites, well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying, 8 This people draweth nigh unto 
me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me. 
Matt. 22:18;  But Jesus perceived their wickedness, and said, Why tempt ye me, ye hypocrites?  
Matt. 23:13,14; 13 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of 
heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in. 

14 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour widows' houses, and for a pretence 
make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater damnation. 
Matt. 24:51; And shall cut him asunder, and appoint him his portion with the hypocrites: there shall be 
weeping and gnashing of teeth. 
Lu. 6:42, 43; 42 Either how canst thou say to thy brother, Brother, let me pull out the mote that is in 
thine eye, when thou thyself beholdest not the beam that is in thine own eye? Thou hypocrite, cast out 
first the beam out of thine own eye, and then shalt thou see clearly to pull out the mote that is in thy 
brother's eye. 43 For a good tree bringeth not forth corrupt fruit; neither doth a corrupt tree bring forth 
good fruit. 
Lu. 12:56; Ye hypocrites, ye can discern the face of the sky and of the earth; but how is it that ye do 
not discern this time? 
Rom. 16:18; For they that are such serve not our Lord Jesus Christ, but their own belly; and by good 
words and fair speeches deceive the hearts of the simple.
