Jesus Left Us A Job To Do                                                     Matt. 28:13-20 
 
After the burial of Jesus, at His tomb the angel appeared giving them instruc-
tions to Mary and the others. He said that Jesus is not here: for he is risen, as 
he said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. And go quickly, and tell his 
disciples that he is risen from the dead; and, behold, he goeth before you into 
Galilee; there shall ye see him: lo, I have told you. 
 
And as they went to tell his disciples Jesus met them, saying, All hail. And 
they came and held him by the feet, and worshipped him. Then said Jesus, 
Be not afraid: go tell my brethren that they go into Galilee, and there shall 
they see me. 
 
Jesus left His disciples a job to do. We as Christians have this same job. 
That job is to go tell it on the mountains, valleys, highways, byways and 
churches wherever you may be that Jesus is alive and well sitting on the right 
hand of His Father making intercession for us.  
 
Jesus said,  go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to 
observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you 
always, even unto the end of the world. Amen. 
 
Jesus said that He has all power in Heaven and on earth. We have the 
same power through the Holy Spirit as in Acts where the disciples spoke and 
did great things. We can make a wonderful difference in this world if we let 
God’s Spirit work in our lives. We all need that difference in this world today. 
  
Jesus then told His disciples to go into all the world and tell people 
about Him.
